WAITING LIST AVAILABLE FOR THE CITY OF WESTLAKE VILLAGE’S RESIDENTIAL REHABILITATION PROGRAM

The City of Westlake Village recently created a new waiting list for the City’s “Residential Rehabilitation Program.”  The Housing Rehabilitation Program provides one-time grants of up to $5,000 for income eligible residents. This program is operated through funds directed to the City from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development Commission. Eligible participants must be the owner of the property to be rehabilitated, must occupy the home to be rehabilitated as a principal residence, and must meet the low income requirements as established by the Federal Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) defined as 80% of the Median Household Income Rate for the Los Angeles County Metropolitan Statistical Area.
Through this program, eligible residents may be able to receive grants for necessary health and safety repairs for owner-occupied, single family homes and mobile-homes on a citywide basis. Examples of eligible projects include: water heater replacement, electrical and plumbing repairs, handicap accessibility improvements, heating/air conditioning repairs, and repair work to correct deficiencies present within the home.
